A United Church of Christ offering used to help 
revitalize congregations and provide resources for their 
ministries, received each year on Pentecost Sunday.  

Dear Peace Church, 

It is true that we are living in interesting times - but not 
unprecedented ones. Scholars of history are bringing 
forth examples from all over the world and throughout 
the centuries to explain what is happening in our 
government in these times. It can feel at once terrifying 
and clarifying to see the parallels between our current 
moment and the politics in Hungary, Germany, and 
Latin America at various points in history. 

Entrenched social and political divisions, leaders 
abusing power, and communities trying to live an ethic 
of love in the midst of it? Thatôs not new to us in our 
Christian tradition. In fact, the early church was trying to 
figure all of this out, too. In Paulôs Epistle to the 
Romans, we witness a community trying to make sense 
of their divergent identities as Jews and Gentiles as they 
seek a common identity as Christians. They are living 
under the shadow of a powerful emperor who 
persecuted and expelled Jews very shortly before the 
writing of this letter. They are seeking to stop infighting 
and start coming together as one people, united by 
Godôs love. Itôs not easy, and the text reflects that, but 
they have a lot of wisdom for us today. 

This summer we will explore Romans in our series 
Living Into Community; Lessons from the Early Church. 
We will get some historical and theological context at 
the beginning, and then weôll do a deep dive into 
chapters 12-15, which expound upon community 
practices as disciples of Jesus seeking to follow the way 
of love.  

I am no big fan of the epistles: I struggle with some of 
the outdated cultural norms and harmful pastoral 
assertions about peopleôs identities, life challenges, and 
choices. But I am coming around to reclaiming these 
texts, especially when we place them in their 
appropriate context and layer on our context today. I 
hope youôll join us this summer as we reclaim these 
letters and the Christian message for a more loving and 
compassionate community.

Dear members and friends of Peace Church, 

The Coordinating Council met on Tuesday, May 20th, 
2025. We received, reviewed, and 
approved reports from committees and Pastor Corinne. 

Marsha Hystead and Leanne Ventrella of the Auction 
Committee gave a brief update to the Council of the 
recent Silent Auction. They reported that more than 
$17,000 was raised which will support our peace and 
justice mission as well as to replace worn out chairs in 
the Fireside Room and church office. Many thanks to 
Marsha, Leanne and the rest of the Auction Committee 
as well as those who donated items for auction, and 
those who helped keep things moving smoothly during 
the auction. Given the success of the silent auction, the 
Council voted unanimously to resume Peace Churchôs 
charitable giving.  

The Council reviewed and discussed updates and 
changes made recently to Peace Churchôs Bylaws.  
Council members voted unanimously that the Bylaws be 
heard at the Congregational Annual Meeting which 
occurs June 8th at 10:30am after the 9:30 church 
service. Voting by church members will occur by email 
following the meeting as there may be revisions that 
occur during the meeting. 

The Council reviewed and discussed the 
Congregational Covenant which was recently finalized. 
Council members voted unanimously that the 
Congregational Covenant be heard at the Annual 
Meeting on June 8th and voted on by email.  

The Nominating Committee presented 
recommendations for upcoming open Council positions. 
The Council unanimously approved the slate of 
candidates which will be presented and voted on at the 
Annual Congregational meeting on June 8th.

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Hello Peace Families, 

I always get a little excited as we enter into the beauty and warmth of summer. I remember writing about it this time 
last year, how we are tied as earth creatures ï creatures of dirt and rain, blood and bone, conviction and mystery ï to 
the cycles of nature. A year ago, someone asked me a great, big question about the connection between spirituality 
and the natural, physical world. I mused that a practice of gratitude might accompany taking note of the beauty 
around us. This is still true, even in challenging times. It is something that we can always return to for grounding. 

This summer, I am also excited and grateful for several nurturing experiences that are coming up for our young 
people. Opportunities for our children and youth to learn about building verdant, just and diverse communities. In our 
Summer Day Camp, ñJust Like Me! Digging in and Growing Deep,ò kids celebrate their own and one anotherôs 
identities as the beloved creation of God. We will practice raising our voices through creative non-violent resistance. 
The week after, an intergenerational group of folks will be volunteering at local Juneteenth celebrations. This 
summer is also the second year of our Duluth Service at Home ñTripò partnering with visiting youth from UCC New 
Brighton. In July, we will be journeying to Re-Member for our Youth Cultural Immersion and Service Trip in South 
Dakota. In August, one of our youths, will be representing Peace at the Minnesota Conference-led trip to Youth Fest 
on Ionna Abbey in Scotland. 

Recently someone asked me why we take youth on trips away from home, when there is so much need and 
relationship building that needs to happen at home. Itôs another great, big question.  
So, Iôve been musing again. One answer is found in the pre-colonial understanding of the word pilgrimage, or 
journeying to a holy place. The definition sometimes feels like a bit of a misnomer ï I mean, what place is not holy? 
What ground is not of sacred worth, on this green and blue earth?  
But thatôs precisely why the journeying is important.  
It is an act of devotion that provides a space for reflection, a break or alteration in the mundanity of daily schedules 
and routines, allowing the traveler to enter into conversation with their faith. The journeying reminds us that at the 
end of our destination, in our return to our daily lives, each place is sacred because the Creator is there, creating. We 
are reminded that there are many kinds of journeys that may transform us, that may create IN us. Sometimes we 
travel to a physical location, other times we journey into the interiority of our inner lives. Sometimes the journey might 
be a week at Summer Day Camp. Sometimes it is a new experience of service in our own community. Other times it 
is a road trip in a big van. Or an airplane flight to another country. In the alteration, in the exploration we are 
transformed, we are re-created. 

At Peace, we have a commitment to this exploration of faith, an investigation that is both spiritual and embodied. We 
metaphorically and literally strive to walk in the ways of Jesus. Thereôs a reason why, in his ministry, that Jesus was 
traveling and journeying from place to place.  
This journey we take is a life-long, every-age exploration. In the process of that journey, we build: relationships, 
networks, resiliency, creativity, faith and on. Tools that prepare us for the hard work that is always present and 
always ahead, to realize Godôs dream of jubilee.

Humanizing Incarceration 
Tuesdays May 27th - June 17th, 5:30pm-7pm

Our Savior's Church is exploring the potential of 
partnering with Stepping On Up to create housing with 
programming for people re-entering society after serving 
their sentence. They are offering a class called 
Humanizing Incarceration on Tuesdays May 27th - June 
17th from 5:30-7pm at Our Savior's, 4831 Grand Avenue, 
Duluth 

What is it like to interact with our justice system? What 
happens to people who are incarcerated, and to their 
family, friends, and communities? Do we know and 
understand the complexities of the humans in the 
system? Throughout this class we will put human faces 
on those incarcerated, understand how we got here as a 
society, explore our justice system and alternatives, and 
discover how we can improve such situations as 
individuals and broader society. As Our Savior's explores 
the potential of partnering with Stepping On Up to create 
housing with programming for people re-entering society 
after serving their sentence, this class will help us learn 
more about our neighbors who have or are experiencing 
incarceration. Rev. Kathryn Bell, chaplain at the St. Louis 
County Jail, is teaching this class. She's doing this as a 
service to our church during her off-time, so participants 
are encouraged to bring a cash donation for an 
honorarium as they are able.
